Welcome to St Mary’s Church

Our journey over the last few years has seen our main
parish building made redundant, Sunday worship
taking place prior to now at Harrogate Grammar
School, an office and administrative function set up,
the closure of the All Saints chapel on Harlow Hill due
to structural problems, and a new leader in place since
October 2007.

As a community of believers, we want to grow in
loving, living and leading -simply - as Jesus did.

There is a call to simplicity, to have a 'Tent'
mentality, to take seriously Jesus’ teaching about a
grain of wheat and we want to bear fruit ....

so we're currently discussing:

whole life, not just Sundays; community rather than
consumer; we come to you rather than you come to
us; tent rather than building; participant rather than
spectator; simple rather than complex; re-organism
rather than reorganisation; and mission rather than
maintenance.

Not just discussion though; we are working out the
changes needed to transition into a new way of being
church that emphazises being a missionary
community of communities, developing numbers of
medium-sized communities - call them MSCs - with a
passion to see the kingdom of God grow in and
through our 24/7 lives.

We feel it is right for the time being to meet
together at the SM Centre, fortnightly for worship,
teaching and ministry, and using the intervening
Sundays to explore MSC possibilities.

And in October we will be joined by Rachel Turner, our
new children’s leader, and her husband Mark, who will
help us in extending the Kingdom amongst young
people and their families.
